While the family got a reprieve in this case,
they also recently got an order in their favour
from the Appellate Tribunal of Foreign Ex-
change (ATFE) in another case where a
penalty of Rs 3 crore was imposed on Sarb
Consulate and Rs 1 crore each on Sarabjot

Significantly, the ED has, just a few weeks
ago, challenged the setting aside of this 2002
adjudication order in the High Court where

The other four ongoing proceedmgs ofthe
ED against members of the Buta Singh family
are relatively smaller in nature. Arvind Singh
and other directors reccived show-cause no-
tices for making payments to the tune of Rs
21 lakh from Expo Asia Exhibitions to its
branch in UK.

Charging the Congress-led
UPA government with not
accepting a CBI probe into
most of the recommenda-
tions made by the BSP gov-
ernment, Verma said that of
the 24 CBI probes recom-
mended by the Mayawati
government since assuming
office on May 13, 2007 only
7 had been accepted by the
Central government,

“Be it the murder of BSP
MLA Raju Pal, Allahabad
madarsa rape case or the
bungling in police recruit-
ment - none of the recom-
mendations were accepted.”

In protest, Congress MLAs
led by Legislature Party

leader Pramod Tiwari staged
a walkout and announced to
boycott the House for the
remaining part of the day.

the CBI to file complaint in
this regard.

“The offence, bemg non-
cognisable, is triable by a
magistrate, Keeping in mind
the seriousness of the charge,
the CBI is therefore directed
to file appropriate complaint
before the court of competent
jurisdiction immediately,” the
judge said.

- ‘The "~ court further
observed that the alleged act
against the accused Vimal
Singh also fell within the cat-
egory of criminal contempt
as the same amounted to

-interference in due course of
judicial proceedings and
administration of justice by
the court. “It is directed to
register the application filed
by the CBI as criminal con-
